Missing the Meaning of the Mountain

Mark 9:2-10

On the mountain, the glory of Jesus’ divinity was revealed in a special way to a select few of the apostles: Peter, James, and John.  The Lord’s clothing and countenance shone with a heavenly radiance and there appeared Moses and Elijah talking with Him.
